BYLAW #019-21 

 

A Bylaw of the City of Chestermere, in the Province of Alberta, to repeal the City of 

Chestermere’s Temporary Mandatory Face Coverings Bylaw (Bylaw 043-20). 

 

WHEREAS Section 191(1) of the Municipal Government Act provides that Council’s 

power to pass a bylaw includes a power to amend or repeal the bylaw; 

 

AND WHEREAS Council deems it desirable to repeal the Temporary Mandatory Face 

Coverings Bylaw; 

 

NOW THEREFORE The Council of the City of Chestermere, duly assembled, enacts as 

follows:  

 

1. TITLE 

 

(a) This Bylaw may be cited as the “Temporary Mandatory Face Coverings 

Repeal Bylaw.” 

 

2. APPLICATION 

 

(a) Bylaw 043-20, being the Temporary Mandatory Face Coverings Bylaw, is 

hereby repealed in its entirety. 

 

 

3. SEVERABILITY 

 

If any Section or parts of this Bylaw are found in any court of law to be illegal or 

beyond the power of Council to enact, such Section or parts shall be deemed to 

be severable and all other Section or parts of this Bylaw shall be deemed to be 

separate and independent there from and to be enacted as such.   

 

4. GENERAL 

 

(a) This Bylaw shall take effect on the day which it is finally passed.  
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READ A FIRST TIME this 6th day of July, 2021.  

 

READ A SECOND TIME this 6th day of July, 2021.  

 

READ A THIRD TIME this 6th day of July, 2021.
