BYLAW #021-12

A Bylaw of the Town of Chestermere, in the Province of Alberta, to amend Bylaw 001-
12 BEING A BYLAW OF THE TOWN OF CHESTERMERE FOR THE PURPOSE OF
CLOSING TO PUBLIC TRAVEL WITHIN THE PROPOSED SUBDIVISION OF LANDS
PORTIONS OF A PUBLIC ROADWAY IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 22 OF THE
MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT ACT, CHAPTER M-26, REVISED STATUTES OF
ALBERTA 2000, AS AMENDED, by changing the legal description of the road closure
plan and attached Schedule A.

WHEREAS The Municipal Government Act, RSA 2000, C. M-26.1, Revised Statues of
Alberta 2000, as amended, and Section 63(2)(i) permits changes to the substance of
the bylaw to bring out more clearly what is considered the meaning of Bylaw 001-12,

NOW THEREFORE The Municipal Council of the Town of Chestermere, Alberta duly
assembled, hereby enacts as follows:

1. The legal description of Bylaw 001-12 is described as:

That portion of road allowance which lies in road plan 7307 JK and the government
road allowance between the N.E. % Sec 22, TWP 24, RGE 28, W.4th M. and the
N.W. !4 Sec 23, TWP 24, RGE 28, W.4th M. containing 0.345 hectares as shown in
Schedule “A”, excepting thereout all mines and minerals

The legal description is amended in Bylaw 021-12 by changing the legal description
and is described as:

That portion of carriageway in road plan 121 2977 and the government road
allowance between the N.E. % Sec 22, TWP 24, RGE 28, W.4th M. and the N.W. 1/4
Sec 23, TWP 24, RGE 28, W.4th M., containing 0.345 hectares as shown in
amended Schedule “A”, excepting thereout all mines and minerals.

2. Schedule “A” is replaced by the following

Amended Schedule “A”, as attached.

4. This Bylaw comes into full force and takes effect on the date of third and final
reading.
